Terms and Conditions for Course 
Bookings 

 
 

Below are the terms and conditions that apply for w hen booking a course 
organised by the Southern Region Gymnastics Associa tion : 

 
1. In order to qualify for reductions in membership the candidates must have the 

correct level of membership prior to the start of the course 
 
2. In order to qualify for reductions for Regional affiliation the candidates club must be 

affiliated to the Southern Region Gymnastics Association 
 
Failure to meet the above criteria will result in t he candidate having to pay 

the full course fee stated on the course applicatio n form. 
 
3. Candidates must be able to attend all the listed course dates and the assessment 

date before applying. 
 
4. No refunds shall be given to candidates who fail to attend any course dates. 

 
5. Candidates must ensure they meet all the pre-requisites and entry criteria to attend a 

course before applying. 
 

6. Bookings will only be confirmed once a completed application form and full course 
fee has been sent in the post.  We do not accept deposits or provisionally book 
spaces over email or telephone. 

 
7. Candidates who withdraw from a course will be subject to the following cancellation 

policy: 
 

· Cancellation within 28 days of the course start date – no refund of course fee 
· Cancellation 29 – 60 days prior to the course start date – 50% of course fees 

refunded if space can be re-sold 
· Cancellation more than 60 days prior to the course start date – full course fee 

refunded 
 
Refunds will not be offered if your space cannot be re-sold.  If a space can be re-
sold then you may be entitled to a refund. 
 

8. Candidates who do not have British Gymnastics membership for the course must 
arrange their own insurance cover prior to the start of a course. 

 
9. Candidates will be granted a provisional place on a course only when an online 

booking is made.  Candidates then have 7 days to send in payment. 
Failure to pay the course fee after 7 days will result in the loss of a place on a 
course.  It is the candidate’s responsibility to monitor the progress of their 
application.

Section 1: Course Content & Syllabus  
 
Discipline:  Women’s Artistic 
Qualification: UKCC Level 2 Coach 
 
This course is for candidates wishing to qualify and prepare for the delivery and 
review of coaching sessions for a group or class under the direction, but not direct 
supervision, of a more highly qualified British Gymnastics coach.  
 
Qualified UKCC Level 2 coaches can set up and run their own club depending on 
taking a Club Management Awareness course. 
 
Summary of Course : 
 
Pre course home study: Recommended pre-course revision of Level 1 

Assistant coach syllabus 
 
Course attendance: A minimum of 35 hours of tutored learning to 

include Practical Sport Specific Module and 
Common Core/Sports Specific Theory Module.  

 
Post course guided learning:  20 hours.  During this period the candidate will 

work with a mentor coach to further develop 
learning and experience.  

 
Resource pack worksheets:  3 hours 
 The candidate is required to prepare lesson plans 

and complete work sheets within their resource pack 
 
Post course home study:  6 hours – Level 2 coach study 
 
Assessment preparation:  8 hours – The candidate will be required to 

prepare the gymnasts and lesson plans for the 
selected assessment tasks. 

 
Assessment Criteria:  The assessment will comprise of: an appraisal 

of the completed resource packs; observed 
practical assessment of the selected tasks as 
well as a common core theory and sport specific 
exam and oral questioning.   

 
Progressions: After gaining this qualification, coaches may 

move on to take a full UKCC Level 3 Women’s 
Artistic qualification or follow the Technical 
Module route.

Section Two:  Entry Requirements  
 
Candidates must be a minimum age of 17 years by the start of Day 1 of the course. 
 
Candidates must hold a UKCC Level 1 Women’s Artistic (Assistant Coach) 
qualification or an old cycle Level 1 qualification PLUS attended a Cycle 5/6 Update 
to UKCC course. 
 
Mentor arrangements: 
 
All candidates are required to complete a number of post course hours with a mentor 
coach.  Their role is to help the candidate translate their knowledge gained from the 
course into a practical coaching situation.   
 
The course is designed to instruct candidates in the correct way of delivering 
Women’s Artistic elements.  Due to the large number of practical skills contained 
within the syllabus and the limited time available, the perfection of these elements 
must be undertaken between the candidate and their mentor coach.   
 
Provision of gymnasts: 
 
In order to benefit fully from the practical time on the course you are required to bring 
a minimum of one gymnast of the appropriate standard to each practical session. 
 
You are also required to bring a minimum of three gymnasts for the assessment  
 
N.B this does not apply to Trampoline, Disability Add-On Modules & Pre-School 
courses 
 
Gymnasts are not  required for the generic day one and five of any UKCC Level 2 
course, unless otherwise stated. 
 
Please ensure you have met all the pre-requisites f or enrolment on the 
course before returning your application.
